The golden rule of curriculum design is:  give the student one hard thing at a time. But what’s hard for the neuro-typical student and what’s hard for the student on the autism spectrum can be very different. This workshop exposes hidden assumptions about thinking and learning that run through mainstream curriculum materials, and demonstrates adaptations that can bring those materials back into line with the student’s abilities and the golden rule.





Specifically, participants will learn:


Cognitive differences in language processing, memory, and motor planning in children with ASD.


How those differences make mainstream curricula more difficult.


A general method for adapting classroom materials, activities, and assignments to control difficulty.


How to use the method to reach both short-term and long-term educational goals. 





Scheduling:  This workshop can be the first half of the advanced workshop described in this brochure, or stand alone as a full day training for those who would like hands-on practice with curriculum adaptation.





Learning the 3 Rs is only one of the challenging tasks of being a successful student.  Learning the social rules and social expectations of school is also tough for those on the autism spectrum.  This part of the workshop will explore the common social pitfalls experienced by elementary students with ASD who are included in general education. Many social learning strategies will be described and some explored  in detail.





Participants will: 


Understand and anticipate the common problems for elementary students with ASD as they try to adapt to school’s social demands.


Become familiar with a range of techniques to help students with ASD become more adjusted to the social aspects of the school environment.


Become familiar with inclusive instruction/activities designed to help all students  gain  an understanding and appreciation of differences.
